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Before starting

First remove the plastic stops which secure
carriage and segment while in transit. Lift
line space lever (1), and release carriage
lock with lever (16). When you have finished
typing, lock carriage again with the same
lever. You will feel the carriage engage in
its central position.)

Inserting and aligning the paper

Raise paper support (14) and paper bail (11),
insert paper into paper feed guide (12) and
feet it into the machine by turning the right-
hand or left-hand platen knob (2). Lower
paper bail on to the paper, so that the small
movable rollers (9) will securely hold the
sheet while you type. If the paper has
Tied. oull paper | release (15) forward, align
the sheet, then push 02%%.Raneys release to
secure it.

Right-hand left-hand margins

Right-hand and left-hand margins are set by
the two easily operated margin setting levers
(8). The graduated scale on the paper rest
will help you to set your margins. The
sliding guide stop at the side (7) fixes the
same margin for a whole run of sheets.
After the right-hand margin has been set,
a bell signals when you reach the end of a
line. To type beyond the margin on either
side, press margin release (18).

Tabulator

This comprises tabulator key (20), single
tabulating stop setter and release (24). To
set each individual tabulator stop, move
the carriage with carriage release or spa-
ce bar to the desired column, then move
the setting control (24) downwards. To
clear the tabulating stop, tabulate the car-
riage to the stop with key (20), then move
control (24) upwards.

To clear all tabulator stops, move single
clearance lever upward and hold it up;
move carriage by hand to the left-hand
margin and to the right hand margin.

Line spacing

Set the desired line spacing, with setting
lever (4). The practically operated line space
lever (1) moves the paper up to the next
line and at the same time brings the carriage
to the start of the new line.

Platen release

To write between lines, i.e. raise or lower
letters or symbols from the typed line, e.g.
for chemical or mathematical symbols
(H20, m2?, 20°), and afterwards continue
typing at normal letter height, press the
platen release (6) back.

Typing

A fast, brief touch of the key will ensure
bold, clear writing. After every word and for
shart spacing, use space bar (22). The back.-
spacer (25).moves the cariiage back one
letter at a time. To move along more than
just a few spaces, use the right-hand or
left-hand carriage release (5). To type single
capital letters, press down the left-hand or
right-hand shift key (21) and hold it down
while you strike the |etter key. To type
CAPITAL LETTERS ONLY, use the shift lock
(22). To release the lock, briefly tap the left-
hand or right-hand shift key.

WHEN YOU HAVE TO ERASE
move the carriage all the way to one side,

so that no erasing dust will drop into' the
machine.

Variable line spacer

Machine line-spacing drive can be set to
the rules of printed forms by pressing in the
knob (3), then turning the platen until the
typed line runs exactly on the printed form
line. As soon as you release the platen knob,
the line-spacing drive will space from the
new position as set with the line-space
control.

Touch control

Beneath the snap top, on the left-hand side,
you will find a red knob-the touch control (A).
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Changing the Ribbon

A typewriter ribbon can last for months,
depending on how much you type. When the
printwork starts to become faint, you Il know
that it's time for a change. Just follow
these simple steps:

1. Press left-hand shift lock key. Then open
the cover.

2. Move auxiliary ribbon reverse (B) to its
left position.

3. Wind all the ribbon onto the RIGHT-
HAND ribbon spool. Distengage ribbon from
carrier.

4. Remove ribbon spool tops; swing ribbon
lug away from left-hand spool and remove
ribbon from slot (C). Repeat process _\ijgg;(
right-hand spool and you will haxes removed

old ribbon entiresy. Wi Right-hand spool

hiids metal core of old ribbon. Discard me-

tal core as well as the old ribbon.

5. To insert new ribbon, swing ribbon lug
away from right-hand spool and place me-
tal core holding new ribbon onto ribbon
spool. Be certain that the ribbon onto ribbon
spool. Be certain that the ribbon unwinds
from back of spool.

NOTE : When using a red and black ribbon,
the red stripe is always the lower half.

6. Place end of ribbon with metal tip into
slot on left-hand ribbon spool.

7. Place ribbon through slots in ribbon
carrier (C, D), and replace spool tops.

8. Replace top cover..

Cleaning and maintenance

Dust is the chief enemy of your typewriter;
always cover the machine after use. Clean
the types with a flexible bristle-type brush,
whenever they become dirty or clogged.
Never use petrol or ordinary cleaning fluid
to .clean your machine.

From time to time, you might lubricate the
carriage rails with a little oil, but you
must then immediately wipe them with a
clean cloth, so that only a trace of oil
remains. Lubrication of all other parts of
the machine should be left to a qualified
typewriter mechanic.
